First United Methodist Church in Burkburnett, has been a host site for more
than a year now - do you know what Angel Food Ministries is? Do you know how to order? Did you
know that we have new families we serve each month? Yes, this might be the only time they set foot
in our church - but at least they know we are here and that we do provide this type of ministry. Did
you know that there are no qualification to be able to order? You can order as much or as little as you
want. You can order for people in the community. We still have people come by our church - wanting
help with food. They usually come when Grace Ministries is closed. We need to be a caring

church. We need to show compassion for the people of our community. Interested in buying a box for
someone? The Senior boxes help people stretch when Meals on Wheels is not available. They are also
for Diabetics and for people who are not supposed to have the additives found in many frozen dinners.
We pick up food in Wichita Falls every month after it is unloaded off of a semi truck. We are given
our order slip, food is counted and we load up and return to our church to pack the items in boxes for
the people to pick up. I still receive questions almost every month -and many say I didn't even know
Burkburnett had this to offer. Angel Food is not a money making ministry. We don't have money to
advertise. You are our best form of advertising. Word of mouth does wonders. I am asking that
people in our church pray for all the outreach ministries that our church does. L e t
